NON-DISCLOSURE AGREEMENT


THIS UNILATERAL AGREEMENT is entered into for the purpose of information transfer as set forth below.


WHEREAS, THE UNITED STATES AIR FORCE, AIR FORCE RESEARCH LABORATORY, ROME RESEARCH SITE, ROME, NEW YORK 13441-4514, (herein AFRL) is in possession of certain proprietary information, includ​ing drawings, plans, written disclosures, prototypes, etc., relating to Visualization Software being developed under the name of JView, its research, development, manufacture, and use, including but not limited to: (1) Jview’s architecture, design, interactivity, relationship, functionality, and decomposition of Jview’s components; (2) the specific agencies and/or organizations that are or may be using the software; (3) the specific implementation of the software in computer code whether or not readable by machine or by people; and (4) any images that depict, describe, or are screen captures of said software as well as related information disclosed visually and/or audibly pursuant to this Agreement (herein “the MATERIAL AND INFORMATION”);


WHEREAS, the AFRL is considering filing one or more patent applications on the MATERIAL AND INFORMATION; and


WHEREAS, _______________________________________________________, (hereinafter “the INDIVIDUAL”), affiliated with ______________________________________________________ (enter name of organization), is desirous of inspecting and evaluating the MATERIAL AND INFORMATION in order to determine whether the INDIVIDUAL has an interest in participating in its development and wishes to obtain same from the AFRL under the terms and conditions specified below.


NOW, THEREFORE, the INDIVIDUAL agrees as follows:


1.
If the AFRL discloses the MATERIAL AND INFORMATION to the INDIVIDUAL, the latter will keep same confidential, as set forth below and will submit the application and documentation resulting from the use of the MATERIAL AND INFORMATION to the AFRL under the protection of 18 USC 1905.


2.
The INDIVIDUAL may request in writing, visits to AFRL facilities by such personnel of the INDIVIDUAL as may be directly involved in the evaluation for the purpose of inspecting and reviewing the MATERIAL AND INFORMATION, such visits to be limited to regular working hours. Such request will give reasonable advance notice and be directed to the one or more AFRL personnel to be visited, noting the date and length of each visit requested.


3.
The INDIVIDUAL agrees to receive all such MATERIAL AND INFORMATION in confidence and to maintain its proprietary status.  The MATERIAL AND INFORMATION is to be used by the INDIVIDUAL solely for the purpose of evaluation and the INDIVIDUAL agrees that it will not use or disclose the same in any way without first obtaining written permission from or entering into a Cooperative Research and Development Agreement (CRADA) with, the AFRL which may permit such disclosure.


4.
The INDIVIDUAL will have no monetary obligation to the AFRL if the INDIVIDUAL does not use or disclose the MATERIAL AND INFORMATION submitted to it under this Agreement.


5.
The INDIVIDUAL’s obligation to maintain the MATERIAL AND INFORMATION in confidence shall not extend to portions of the MATERIAL AND INFORMATION which are general knowledge, available in the public domain or in the INDIVIDUAL’s possession or custody as evidenced by dated drawings or papers.


6.
The evaluation period herein concludes one year from signing date.


7.
All MATERIAL AND INFORMATION provided to the INDIVIDUAL by the AFRL under this agreement shall remain property of the AFRL and shall be returned to it promptly at the conclu​sion of the evaluation period or earlier, upon request for same.  The INDIVIDUAL shall make no copies of any of the MATERIAL AND INFORMATION provided to it, except to the extent necessary to permit proper evaluation.  The INDIVIDUAL shall retain no copies of the MATERIAL AND INFORMATION and, if made, such copies shall be returned to the AFRL along with the originals.


8.
The INDIVIDUAL shall limit access to the MATERIAL AND INFORMATION provided hereunder to only those personnel as may be directly involved in the evaluation effort and inform such person​nel that said MATERIAL AND INFORMATION is the property of the AFRL.  The INDIVIDUAL shall provide to the AFRL at the conclu​sion of the evaluation a list of all the INDIVIDUAL personnel having had access to such MATERIAL AND INFORMATION.

Notwithstanding any of the foregoing provisions, nothing herein contained shall be construed as giving the INDIVIDUAL any license or right in or with respect to any invention, discovery or information arising out of the MATERIAL AND INFORMATION provided hereun​der.
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
